Hampton Inn throws tinseltown-themed party to celebrate renovation
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Bloomington's Hampton Inn will celebrate its grand reopening event today with a Hollywood theme party. 

The 130-room hotel underwent a $1.5 million renovation. 

"We have replaced everything," said Hampton Inn sales manager Amy Sullivan. 

The renovations included knocking out walls, new flooring, lighting, wall coverings and furniture. "There's not one stitch of our old furniture," Sullivan said. "We even had to get a different type of light bulb." 

New granite countertops along with black wood furniture give the hotel an entirely different look. "It's a very contemporary look but comfortable," she said. 

The hotel, at 2100 N. Walnut St., has remodeled its hospitality suite and added a new business center for guests that allows them free access to printers and fax machines. 

"It just gives them kind of their own space," she said. 

The entire renovation took approximately seven months - with the hotel closing down floors for work, which was a problem during Indiana University's spring graduation. 

"We had to stop work and get one floor finished and not start another floor until graduation was done," Sullivan said. 

Reopening party

The grand reopening party at the Hampton Inn will start at 4:30 p.m. at the hotel, 2100 N. Walnut Street. 

The event is being catered by Tenth and College Catering and will include live entertainment by the Edgewood Music Warehouse. There also will be $5,000 in door prizes from local businesses. 

A ribbon-cutting ceremony will start at 5:30 p.m., with a donation given to Mayor Mark Kruzan's charity of choice.
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
