FIRST HOSPITALITY GROUP, INC., ANNOUNCES A $10 MILLION RENOVATION AND CONVERSION OF 

INDIAN LAKES RESORT TO A HILTON FLAG RESORT


BLOOMINGDALE, Ill., July XX, 2007 — First Hospitality Group, Inc., announced today that the Indian Lakes Resort in Bloomingdale, Ill. is undergoing a $10 million renovation and conversion into a Hilton brand resort. The announcement was made by First Hospitality Group President and COO Robert Habeeb.


Scheduled for debut August 1, 2007, the $8 million conversion of the 310-room resort hotel will include a complete makeover of guest rooms, including unique ceiling treatments, new wall covering, bedding, and carpeting. All of the resort’s public spaces and each of its three restaurants will be refurbished. In addition, 45,000 square feet of meeting space will be upgraded and renovated. All updates to the 260-acre resort will be consistent with amenities guests have come to expect from the Hilton brand. 

In addition to interior renovations, the resort is working with the village to create a nature space on land to be sold to the village. It will also invest $2 million in improvements to the resort’s 27-hole championship golf course and facilities. New features will include the addition of a practice facility and state-of-the-art golf school. This investment is in addition to the $2 million First Hospitality Group invested in the golf facilities in 2002.

“The conversion of Indian Lakes Resort to a Hilton flag rounds out our portfolio within the Hilton family of brands and will add great value to property,” said Habeeb. “We think the addition of this urban leisure resort to the Hilton system adds a great dimension to the brand. This project strengthens our close relationship with the Hilton family, and we look forward to continuing to serve as a great partner for them going forward.” First Hospitality Group will continue to operate Indian Lakes Resort under license.
Indian Lakes Resort has been owned and operated by First Hospitality Group since December 2000.
